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I have always wondered about 
complaining within the context of 
the church.  According to the   
Biblical evidence, complaining has 

been there for the very beginning of the 
Christian experience.  Judas, for example, 
complained about the expensive jar of   
ointment that the woman used to anoint 
Jesus.  Its use to anoint Jesus was a waste 
since its value could have been used for 
the advantage of the poor.  Peter           
adamantly railed against Jesus because he 
did not like Jesus’ plan to continue to      
Jerusalem.  Notice, that Peter did not leave 
the “church” because he had an issue with 
the leader.  No, it can be said that Peter 
may have complained, but he stuck it out.  
It has always been amazing to me when I 
consider that Jesus said to Peter following 
the latter’s profession of faith at Caesarea 
Philippi: “You are Peter (petros in Greek 
which means “rock”), and on this rock I w ill 
build my church.”  Jesus did not use perfect 
people or people who thought they were 
perfect to erect his church.  Jesus used 
common, ordinary people like you and me; 
people who were fallible, each with his or 
her own foibles.  Complaining has been 
part of the Christian experience from the 
onset of the church.  Everyone has done 
his/her share.         

Is there a “cure” for complaining?        
Perhaps if we would all acknowledge that 
we all do it, and that it often contributes to 
low morale, we’d help clear the air and 
begin to “rehab’ from the path of chronic 
complaining.   Complaining can sap energy 
from a group.  Perhaps what we all need to 
do is to acknowledge our culpability and

then, instead of complaining, reframe 
our observations positively such as, “I 
noticed that the Tidings lacked the      
Consistory minutes”.  It is important to 
communicate important decisions that 
are made at this monthly meeting.  Is 
there something I can do to help ensure 
that the information is sent in a timely 
manner?”  Or, a response might be: “It 
must be very difficult for the Consistory 
to carry on its usual load of business with 
five fewer members.  Is there something I 
could do, like serving a term?”  “How can 
I help to improve the flow of information 
so that as many people as possible learn 
about events instead of a select few?”         

Reframing is more difficult than      
complaining, but it does a better job in 
solving the issues raised.  I invite all of us 
into the process of rehabbing from quick 
to complain to ready and willing to help 
out.  It will make for a better life!
