Both my parents, Lenore and Byron Beynon are buried
in Elizabeth Stevens Brown Cemetery, Swansea, Massachusetts. | have three
older sisters, Gene Marie, Susan and Judith Ann. Susan died in 1997 suddenly
with a heart attack. | was ordained in 1975 while serving Deerfield Community
(UCC) Church, Deerfield, New Hampshire. Since then, I've served in 12 positions,
8 permanent parish calls, one city hospital chaplaincy, and four interim ministry
positions, one of which was in the Presbyterian Church USA. Additionally, during
the summer of 2006, | served in the Evangelical Lutheran Church in America
denomination as a supply pastor in four congregations. | was educated in public
schools in Swansea, Massachusetts, 1956-1968, and three institutions of high
education which granted three degrees: Associates in Electrical Engineering,
Wentworth Institute, Boston, MA, 1970; BA in Psychology and Religion, The
College of Wooster, Wooster, OH, 1972; Masters in Divinity, Andover Newton
Theological School, Newton Centre, MA, 1975.

Get Ready for Epiphany

Many Christian denominations celebrate Epiphany
each year on or near January 6. “Epiphany,”
which means “showing forth,” celebrates the visit
of the magi, or wise men, to the baby Jesus.
These men, also known as kings, saw the star that
led them to Bethlehem.

The fact that these wise men were Gentiles, not
Jews, teaches us an important theological lesson:
Their search for the Savior shows that Jesus came
for all people.

In 1875, Philip Bliss wrote the hymn “The Light of
the World Is Jesus.” The first stanza captures the
meaning of Epiphany, a season of light:

The whole world was lost

In the darkness of sin,

The Light of the world is Jesus!
Like sunshine at noonday,

His glory shone in.
