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Time is w inding down.  The end of my pastorate with you is almost over.  Let’s 
be honest; for some that is good news.  To those folks I say I am sorry for any          
perceived ill w ill or sins of omission or commission.  I hope that you will find it in 
your hearts to forgive and I pray that you will return to active status under the   
interim and then under your new pastor.  If there is one thing I have learned it is 
that one cannot hope to please everybody, for there are so many different ideas 
and notions about the way things ought to be.  Everyone has favorite and      
treasured memories of past pastors and these serve as reference points in any     
relationship with any pastor.  Let me tell you that it is very difficult to be        
measured against all those benchmarks.  That is the nature of the beast.  

Continuing to speak honestly, I think that there will be those who will have a     
different reaction to the end of my pastorate; sorry to see Beth and I bid our 
adieus.  To you I say thank you for your support and encouragement over these 
past eight years and seven months.  And, if I have done anything to cause      
anyone any consternation, I apologize.  Looking back over the time spent w ith 
you it has had its ups and downs, but despite that we were able to worship our 
God together, share Christ’s blood and body together, and listen and follow the 
Spirit’s leading together.  And that was as it should have been, and should     
always be.  We may have philosophical and theological differences, but          
together we can share fellowship in Christ.  It is readily apparent to any reader 
of scripture that the twelve disciples did not always agree with one another, nor 
did the twelve tribes of Israel always see eye to eye; yet they were all called to be 
God’s servants in service to their fellow men.  

I’d like to close this final Pastor’s Pen with my favorite quote from the Hebrew 
Scriptures: Micah 6:8.  I believe that it is a fitting wrap up for our relationship as 
pastor and people for it speaks to both of our situations now and in the future.  
“God has showed you, O mortal what is good.  And what does the Lord require 
of you but to do justice, to love kindness, and walk humbly with your God?”
